The Scott County Youth Grantmaking Council 
(YGC) is looking for motivated students who care 
about our community and want to give back! The 
Council is made up of up youth from any public, 
private or home-schools who are residents or   
attend school in Scott County. You must be in   
fifth grade or higher to be a member. We now  
have 23 youth serving on the full YGC, and 42  
youth from the community serving on the      
Community Service Committee. 

We do all kinds of community service projects, like 
stocking shelves at the Clearinghouse.  

We offer fun activities to develop decision-making 
and team-building skills. This year we visited 
Country Lake Christian Retreat’s low ropes 
course. We hold fundraisers each year like the Austin 

vs. Scottsburg alumni basketball game, to help 
pay for our conferences and other fun activi-
ties. 

The mission of the Scott County Youth Grant-
making Council is to improve the lives of the 
children of Scott County by providing them a 
voice through philanthropy.

What are we about?? 

The YGC meets monthly to brainstorm 
creative ideas to raise money. Each year 
we accept applications for youth-related 
projects and then award grants to the 
community at a dinner. The YGC is very 
active in community service, and our 
Community Service Committee completes 
at least one project each month.   
Members receive leadership training and 
have the opportunity to attend         
conferences and conduct team-building     
exercises. We learn that anyone can be a 
philanthropist - giving your time, talent 
or treasure for the good of society!
